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2025 SHOW AND DIRECTOR PROPOSAL GUIDELINES

City Gate Productions is now accepting proposals for evocative plays for our upcoming 2025 Season from emerging and established theatre directors.  Chosen directors will receive a financial stipend (minimum of $200) appropriate to the budget of the show. 
We are seeking published plays that challenge the mind, inspire the heart and reflect the beautiful diversity of our borough.  Our goal is to produce high quality shows, manage costs, expand our audiences, and build a reputation for providing exceptional theatrical experiences.  We will give consideration to director proposals that enable us to meet these goals.  
Priority will be given to plays that are not often produced in Queens as well as shows that might lend themselves to creative, site-specific venue choices (e.g. a show that takes place in a bar or a church). Note - we are not currently accepting any proposals for musicals.  
While we welcome you to submit any piece you have a passion for, we have created a list of suggested shows and playwrights that we are particularly interested in producing.  You can find that list at www.citygateproductions.org/directors.  

We look forward to your submission and thank you for your interest in City Gate Productions.  

Qualifications

· All directors must be over the age of 21.
· Directors must include a resume listing previous directing experience and/or previous production work.
· If you are submitting a show not on our suggested list, you must provide a digital copy of the script.

Casting Guidelines

Directors may precast roles.  If so, those roles and actors should be noted in your application.  We do strongly encourage open auditions for at least some roles as this provides added publicity for the show.
While City Gate Productions pays its performers a stipend, we cannot yet support an Equity contract.  However, we are open to applying to be an Equity Showcase.  
Rehearsal Guidelines

Rehearsal schedules will be flexible depending on the needs of each production, however, we have found that three rehearsals a week for five to six weeks is usually sufficient.  We know that talented actors and crew are in high demand so we aim to be respectful of their time.  Directors are expected to be flexible and the assigned producer will guide the development of all rehearsal schedules.  
Budget Requirements

This application does not require you to submit an estimated budget. However, before your show is officially selected, you will need to meet with a member of the board who will serve as your show’s producer to sketch out an estimated budget.  
Production Team Guidelines
· When preparing your submission, please consider the many skilled production team members needed in order to mount an organized and successful production.  We suggest that you consider your needs and attain a tentative commitment for key production staff roles.
· If you have trouble filling roles, your City Gate Producer will be able to help pull from our own list of production talent.  
Timing of the Selection Process

· The application deadline is Friday, May 31st.  
· The Play Reading Committee will evaluate submissions by July 31st.  City Gate will contact individuals for interviews, as necessary, no later than August 31st.  

· The Board of Directors will approve the season by September 30th and publicly announce the season soon thereafter.
